Coffee and Tea are some of the most powerful 
staining substances around, so aprons were an  
absolute necessity when it came to the Tony’s  
Coffee crew. After careful consideration, a  
dark apron treated with powerful stain resistant  
Teflon was chosen. It was also embroidered  
with the new branding.   

Reversible Vests
In order to go above and beyond traditional 
uniforms, Tony’s Coffee requested embroidered 
vests to supply their employees with. Lasting 
Impressions was able to find a functional vest 
with Polar Fleece on one side and Terra-Tek™

Nylon on the other. Using a creative embroidery team, we were 
able to have these garments embroidered in such a way as to 
maintain their reversibility.    

T-Shirts
During the Folklife Festival, Tony’s Coffee  
sold silk screened t-shirts celebrating the  
new logo. When their chosen t-shirt style  
was found to be out of stock, Lasting  
Impressions pulled together to find a  
comparable t-shirt that ensured  
consistency. The style chosen was  
available in a feminine cut as well as  
masculine, proving to be a stylish product  
that was attractive to a large customer base. After the festival 
was over, the t-shirts remained on sale through the Tony’s  
Coffee website.      

Tumblers
As another option for visitors to the Folklife Festival,  
Tony’s Coffee also chose to sell imprinted tumblers.  
Customers who purchased a tumbler were given a  
free cup of coffee as added incentive to purchase.  
Lasting Impressions was able to find a creatively  
shaped translucent tumbler to feature the Tony’s  
Coffee logo. This product continued to be available for purchase 
to the public after the festival was over via Tony’s web site.
